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Since the 1999 referendum, when Londoners voted ‘yes’
to setting up the Greater London Authority (GLA), there
have been two elections for the Mayor of London and
the London Assembly. These were held on 4 May 2000
and 10 June 2004. There was a 2.5% increase in turnout
between the two elections, with 37% of those registered
to do so voting in 2004.

Electing the Mayor and the London Assembly

The Mayor and the London Assembly are elected using
three different voting systems. For the Mayor, the
Supplementary Vote (SV) system is used so long as
three or more candidates stand. If there are only two
candidates the First Past the Post (FPTP) system is used.
The London Assembly uses the Additional Member
System (AMS). AMS comprises elements of both FPTP
and a form of proportional representation.

The 2004 Mayor of London results

Ken Livingstone was elected as Mayor of London in both
the 2000 and the 2004 elections. In both elections the
SV system was used.

In 2004, after the inclusion of second choice votes, 
Ken Livingstone, the Labour Party candidate, gained a
total of 828,380 votes. In second place, Conservative
Party candidate Steve Norris polled 667,178 votes.

Although 2004 saw a rise in the number of people voting
for Ken Livingstone since 2000, there was a 2.4% decrease
in the percentage of first choice votes he won. Steve Norris
gained a 1.7% larger share of first choice votes in 2004.

The 2004 London Assembly results

In 2004 the Conservative Party won the highest number
of seats on the London Assembly, winning 9 out of the 14
Constituency Assembly Member seats. Despite receiving
the highest number of votes in the London-wide Assembly
Member contest, the Conservative Party were not
allocated any London-wide seats due to the high
number of constituency seats they had already won.

The Labour Party added two London-wide seats to their
five constituency seats to give them a total of seven
members on the London Assembly – two fewer than
they won in 2000.

The Liberal Democrats won the highest number of
London-wide Assembly Member seats (five) after 
being unsuccessful in the constituency contests. 

The Green Party won two London-wide Assembly
Member seats – one fewer than in 2000 – and the 
UK Independence Party gained representation on 
the London Assembly for the first time, winning two
London-wide Assembly Member seats.
